Your cars are used for pleasure and busi-
ness.

4.  All named insureds shown on the Declarations and
all applicants agree by acceptance of this policy
that:

a. the statements in 3.b. above are made by such
named insured or applicant and are true; and

b. we provide this insurance on the basis those
statements are true.

5. Your purchase of this policy may allow:

a. you to purchase or obtain certain coverages,
coverage options, coverage deductibles, cover-
age limits, or coverage terms on other products
from the State Farm Companies, subject to
their applicable eligibility rules;

b. you to purchase an excess and surplus lines
policy from the State Farm Companies, subject
to applicable eligibility rules; or

c. the premium or price for other products or ser-
vices purchased by you, including non-insur-
ance products or services, to vary. Such other
products or services must be provided by the
State Farm Companies or by an organization
that has entered into an agreement or contract
with the State Farm Companies. The State
Farm Companies do not warrant the merchant-
ability, fitness, or quality of any product or ser-
vice offered or provided by that organization.

DEFINITIONS

definitions only for use with that coverage. These defini-
tions apply to the singular, plural, possessive, and any
other form of these words and phrases.

The words “spouse”, “marriage”, “married”, and “marital”
refer to the legal union between two persons that is rec-
ognized by and valid under the law of the state into which
such union was entered.

Bodily Injury means bodily injury to a person and sick-
ness, disease, or death that results from it.

Car means a land motor vehicle with four or more wheels,
designed for use primarily on public roads. Car does not
include:

1. Any vehicle while located for use as a dwelling or
other premises; or

2. Atruck-tractor designed to pull any type of trailer.
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Car Business means a business or job where the purpose
is to sell, lease, rent, repair, service, modify, transport,
store, or park land motor vehicles or any type of trailer.

Fungi means any type or form of fungus or fungi and in-
cludes:

1. Mold;
2. Mildew; and

3. Any of the following that are produced or released by
fungi:

a. Mycotoxins;

Newly Acquired Car means a car newly owned by you
or a resident relative. A car ceases to be a newly ac-
quired car on the earlier of;

If this policy does not provide Comprehensive Coverage
or Collision Coverage for any vehicle shown in the “VEHI-
CLE SCHEDULE" on the Declarations and a newly ac-
quired car is not otherwise afforded comprehensive
coverage or collision coverage by any other policy, then:

1. this policy will provide Comprehensive Coverage or
Collision Coverage for that newly acquired car and
a temporary substitute car replacing that newly ac-
quired car, and

2. the Definition of Covered Vehicle found in Physical
Damage Coverages is changed to read:

Pedestrian means a person who is not occupying:
1. amotorized vehicle; or

2. avehicle designed to be pulled by a motorized vehi-
cle.

Person means a human being.
Private Passenger Car means:

The following costs and expenses if related to and in-
curred after a lawsuit has been filed against an in-
sured:

b. Reasonable expenses incurred by an insured at
our request other than loss of wages, salary, or
other income.

The amount of any of the costs or expenses listed
above that are incurred by an insured must be re-
ported to us before we will pay such incurred costs
Or expenses.

Limit
The Liability Coverage limit is shown in the “COVERAGES
AND LIMITS” schedule on the Declarations.

The limit for bodily injury is shown under “Bodily In-
jury Limit — Each Person, Each Accident.”

a. The dollar amount shown under “Each Person”
is the most we will pay for all damages resulting
from bodily injury to any one person injured in
any one accident, including all damages sus-
tained by other persons as a result of that bod-
ily injury.

b.  The dollar amount shown under “Each Accident”
is the most we will pay, subject to the limit for
“Each Person”, for all damages resulting from
bodily injury to two or more persons injured in
any one accident.

The limit for damage to property is shown under
“Property Damage Limit — Each Accident”. The dollar
amount shown is the most we will pay for all damages
resulting from damage to property in any one acci-
dent.

The limit shown for Liability Coverage is the most we
will pay regardless of the number of:

a. insureds;
b. claims made;

c. vehicles insured;

d. premiums shown on the Declarations; or

e. vehicles involved in the accident.

Nonduplication

We will not pay any damages or expenses under Liability

Medical Expenses mean reasonable expenses for med-
ical services.

Medical Services mean treatments, procedures, prod-
ucts, and other services that are:

1. necessary to achieve maximum medical improve-
ment for the bodily injury;

2. rendered by a healthcare provider:

a. who is licensed as a healthcare provider if a li-
cense is required by law; and

b. within the legally authorized scope of that
healthcare provider’s practice;

3. commonly and customarily recognized throughout
the medical profession and within the United States
of America as appropriate for the treatment of the
bodily injury,

4. primarily designed to serve a medical purpose;
5. not experimental; and
6. not for research purposes.

Reasonable Expenses mean the lowest one of the fol-
lowing charges:

1. The usual and customary fees charged by a majority
of healthcare providers who provide similar medical
services in the geographical area in which the
charges were incurred;

2. The fee specified in any fee schedule:
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a. applicable to medical payments coverage, no-
fault coverage, or personal injury protection cov-
erage included in motor vehicle liability policies
issued in the state where medical services are
provided; and

b. as prescribed or authorized by the law of the
state where medical services are provided;

3. The fees agreed to by both the insured’s healthcare
provider and us; or

4. The fees agreed upon between the insured’s
healthcare provider and a third party when we have
a contract with such third party.

Insuring Agreement
We will pay:

1. medical expenses incurred because of bodily in-
jury that is sustained by an insured and caused by a
motor vehicle accident if;

a. that insured is first provided medical services
within one year immediately following the date of
the accident; and

b. such medical expenses are for medical ser-
vices that are provided within three years imme-
diately following the date of the accident; and

2. funeral expenses incurred for an insured who dies
within three years immediately following the date of a
motor vehicle accident if the death is a direct result of
bodily injury sustained in such accident.

Determining Medical Expenses
We have the right to:
1. obtain and use:

a. tilization reviews;

b. peer reviews; and

c. medical bill reviews

to determine if the incurred charges are medical ex-
penses;

2. use a medical examination of the insured to deter-
mine if:

tions. The dollar amount shown under “Each Person” is the

most we will pay for the medical expenses and funeral
expenses combined, incurred by or on behalf of any one

insured as a result of any one accident, regardless of the
number of:

1. insureds;

2. claims made;

3. vehicles insured;

4,  premiums shown on the Declarations; or
5. vehicles involved in the accident.

Subject to the “Each Person” limit shown on the Declara-
tions, the most we will pay for funeral expenses incurred
for any one insured is $3,000.

Nonduplication

We will not pay any medical expenses or funeral ex-
penses under Medical Payments Coverage that have al-
ready been paid:

1. as damages under Liability Coverage, any Uninsured
Motor Vehicle Coverage, or any Underinsured Motor
Vehicle Coverage of any policy issued by the State
Farm Companies to you or any resident relative; or

2. by or on behalf of a party who is legally liable for the
insured’s bodily injury.

Insuring Agreements

1. Comprehensive Coverage

We will pay:

for loss, except loss caused by collision, to a
covered vehicle; and

transportation expenses incurred by an insured
as a result of the total theft of a covered vehicle
owned by you. These transportation expenses
are payable:

(1) during the period that:

(@) starts on the date you report the theft
to us; and

(b) ends on the earliest of:

(i) the date the vehicle is returned to
your possession in a drivable
condition;

(i)  the date the vehicle has been re-
placed;

(i) seven days after the date we of-
fer to pay for the loss if the vehi-
cle has not yet been recovered;
or

(iv) seven days after the date we of-

(@) starts on the date the vehicle is left
at a repair facility if the stolen vehi-

Collision Coverage

We will pay for loss caused by collision to a cov-
ered vehicle.

Emergency Road Service Coverage
We will pay the fair cost incurred by an insured for:

a. up to one hour of labor to repair a covered ve-
hicle at the place of its breakdown;

b. towing to the nearest repair facility where neces-
sary repairs can be made if a covered vehicle
is not drivable;

c. towing a covered vehicle out of a location
where it is stuck if the vehicle is on or immedi-
ately next to a public road;

d. delivery of gas, oil, battery, or tire necessary to
return a covered vehicle to driving condition.
We do not pay the cost of the gas, oil, battery, or
tire; and

e. up to one hour of labor for locksmith services to
unlock a covered vehicle if its key is lost, sto-
len, or locked inside the vehicle.

Car Rental and Travel Expenses Coverage

a. Car Rental and Transportation Reimburse-
ment Expense

We will pay the daily transportation charge in-
curred while a covered vehicle owned by you
is not drivable or is being repaired as a result of
a loss which would be payable under Compre-
hensive Coverage or Collision Coverage.

We will pay the daily transportation charge in-
curred during a period that;

(1) starts on the date:

(@) the vehicle is not drivable as a result
of the loss; or

(b) the vehicle is left at a repair facility if
the vehicle is drivable; and
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(2) ends on the earliest of:

(@) the date the vehicle has been repaired
or replaced,;

(b) the date we offer to pay for the loss if
the vehicle is repairable but you

choose to delay repairs; or

seven days after we offer to pay for
the loss if the vehicle is:

(i) stolen and not recovered.
The amount of any such daily transportation
charge incurred by an insured must be re-

ported to us before we will pay such amount.
Travel Expenses

We will pay expenses for commercial transpor-
tation, lodging, and meals if a covered vehicle
owned by you is not drivable as a result of a
loss which would be payable under Compre-
hensive Coverage or Collision Coverage. The
loss must occur more than 50 miles from your
home. We will only pay these expenses if they
are incurred by:

(1) an insured during the period that:
(@) starts after the loss occurs; and

(b) ends on the earlier of:
() the insured’s arrival at their des-

tination or home if the vehicle is

left behind for repairs; or

(i) the repair of the vehicle if the in-

sured waits for repairs before

continuing on to their destination

or returning home; and

(2) you, or any person you choose, to travel
to retrieve the vehicle and drive it to either
the original destination or your home if the
vehicle was left behind for repairs.

These expenses must be reported to us before
we will pay such incurred expenses.
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Rental Car - Repayment of Deductible Ex-
pense

We will pay the comprehensive coverage de-
ductible or collision coverage deductible an in-
sured is required to pay the owner of a car
rented or loaned from a car business.

The deductible amount must be reported to us
before we will pay.

Supplementary Pet Injury Coverage
We will pay:

1. veterinary expenses incurred for treatments, proce-
dures, or products for a cat or dog injured in a loss.
Such injury must be diagnosed within 30 days of the
date of loss; and

the cost to replace the cat or dog, if such injury results
in death.

The cat or dog must be occupying a covered vehicle
which sustains a loss for which we make a payment under
Comprehensive Coverage or Collision Coverage. These
expenses must be incurred within one year from the date
of loss and must be reported to us before we will pay.

We will not pay more than $1,000 per animal. Subject to
the per animal limit, we will not pay more than $2,000 per
loss.

Supplementary Payments - Comprehensive Coverage
and Collision Coverage

If the covered vehicle sustains loss for which we make a
payment under Comprehensive Coverage or Collision

Coverage, then we will pay reasonable expenses incurred
to:

1. tow the covered vehicle immediately after the loss:

a. for a reasonable distance from the location of
the loss to any one repair facility chosen by an
insured or the owner of the covered vehicle, if
the covered vehicle is not drivable; or

b. to any one repair facility or commercial storage

facility, neither of which was chosen by an in-
sured or the owner of the covered vehicle. We
will also pay reasonable expenses incurred to
tow the covered vehicle for a reasonable dis-
tance from this facility to any one repair facility
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chosen by an insured or the owner of the cov-
ered vehicle, if the covered vehicle is not driv-
able;

store the covered vehicle, if it is not drivable imme-
diately after the loss, at:

a. any one repair facility or commercial storage fa-
cility, neither of which was chosen by an in-
sured or the owner of the covered vehicle; and

b. any one repair facility chosen by the owner of
the covered vehicle, and we determine such
vehicle is a total loss.

If the owner of the covered vehicle consents, then
we may move the covered vehicle at our expense
to reduce storage costs. If the owner of the covered
vehicle does not consent, then we will pay only the
storage costs that would have resulted if we had
moved the damaged covered vehicle; and

clean up debris from the covered vehicle at the lo-
cation of the loss. The most we will pay to clean up
the debris is $250 for any one loss.

Limit and Loss Settlement — Comprehensive Coverage
and Collision Coverage

1.

We have the right to choose to settle with you or the
owner of the covered vehicle in one of the following
ways:

a. Pay the cost to repair the covered vehicle mi-
nus any applicable deductible. No deductible ap-
plies to the repair of windshield glass.

(1) We have the right to choose one of the fol-
lowing to determine the cost to repair the
covered vehicle:

(@) The cost agreed to by both the owner
of the covered vehicle and us;

(b) A bid or repair estimate approved by
us; or

(c) Arepair estimate that is written based
upon or adjusted to:

() reasonable repair costs and la-
bor rates as determined by us for
the repair market where the cov-
ered vehicle is to be repaired;

(i) the prevailing competitive price.
Prevailing competitive price
means prices charged by a ma-
jority of the repair market as de-
termined by a survey made by us
for the area where the covered
vehicle is to be repaired;

(iii) - the lower of paintless dent repair
pricing established by an agree-
ment we have with a third party or
the paintless dent repair price that
is competitive in the market; or

(iv) a combination of (i), (ii), or (iii)
above.

If asked, we will identify at least one
facility that will perform the repairs
with the pricing and labor rates identi-
fied by us.

The repair estimate will include parts suffi-
cient to restore the covered vehicle to its
pre-loss condition. You agree with us that
the repair estimate may include new, used,
recycled, and reconditioned parts. Any of
these parts may be either original equip-
ment manufacturer parts or non-original
equipment manufacturer parts, and you
agree these parts are sufficient to restore
the covered vehicle to its pre-loss condi-
tion.

You also agree that replacement glass
need not have any insignia, logo, trade-
mark, etching, or other marking that was on
the replaced glass.

(2) The cost to repair the covered vehicle
does not include any reduction in the value
of the covered vehicle after it has been re-
paired, as compared to its value before it
was damaged.

(3) Ifthe repair or replacement of a part results
in betterment of that part, then you or the
owner of the covered vehicle must pay for
the amount of the betterment;

b. Pay the actual cash value of the covered vehi-
cle minus any applicable deductible.
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(1) The owner of the covered vehicle and we
must agree upon the actual cash value of
the covered vehicle. If there is disagree-
ment as to the actual cash value of the cov-
ered vehicle, then the disagreement will
be resolved by appraisal upon written re-
quest of the owner or us, using the follow-
ing procedures:

(@) The owner and we will each select a
competent appraiser.

(b) The two appraisers will select a third
competent appraiser. If they are una-
ble to agree on a third appraiser within
30 days, then either the owner or we
may petition a court that has jurisdic-
tion to select the third appraiser.

(c) Each party will pay the cost of its own
appraiser, attorneys, and expert wit-
nesses, as well as any other expenses
incurred by that party. Both parties will
share equally the cost of the third ap-
praiser.

(d) The appraisers shall only determine
the actual cash value of the covered
vehicle. Appraisers shall have no au-
thority to decide any other questions
of fact, decide any questions of law, or
conduct appraisal on a class-wide or
class-representative basis.

(e) A written appraisal that is both agreed
upon by and signed by any two ap-
praisers, and that also contains an ex-
planation of how they arrived at their
appraisal, will be binding on the owner
of the covered vehicle and us.

()  We do not waive any of our rights by
submitting to an appraisal.

(2) The damaged covered vehicle must be
given to us in exchange for our payment,
unless we agree that the owner may keep
it. If the owner keeps the covered vehicle,
then our payment will be reduced by the
value of the covered vehicle after the
loss; or
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c. Return the stolen covered vehicle to its owner
and pay, as described in 1.a. above, for any di-
rect, sudden, and accidental damage that re-
sulted from the theft.

2. The most we will pay for transportation expenses un-

der Comprehensive Coverage is $25 per day subject
to an aggregate limit of $750 per loss.

3. The most we will pay for loss to a non-owned trailer
or a non-owned camper is $2,500.

Limit - Car Rental and Travel Expenses Coverage

1. Car Rental and Transportation Reimbursement
Expense

a. The limit for Car Rental and Transportation Re-
imbursement Expense is shown in the “COVER-
AGES AND LIMITS” schedule on the
Declarations.

(1) The most we will pay per day for the daily
transportation charge incurred as a result
of any one loss to a covered vehicle
owned by you is shown under “Each Day”
for that covered vehicle owned by you. If:

(@) adollar amount is shown, then we will
pay the daily transportation charge
up to that dollar amount; or

(b) a percentage amount is shown, then
we will pay that percentage of the
daily transportation charge.

(2) Subject to (1) above, the most we will pay
for daily transportation charge incurred
as a result of any one loss to a covered
vehicle owned by you is the dollar amount
shown under “Each Loss” for that covered
vehicle owned by you.

b. The Car Rental and Transportation Reimburse-
ment Expense limit that applies to a newly ac-
quired car is the highest limit shown in the
“COVERAGES AND LIMITS” schedule on the
Declarations.

2. Travel Expenses

The most we will pay for Travel Expenses incurred by
all insureds as a result of any one loss is $500.

Rental Car — Repayment of Deductible Expense

The most we will pay for Rental Car — Repayment of
Deductible Expense incurred as a result of any one
loss is $500.

Nonduplication

LOSS OF EARNINGS COVERAGE

This policy provides Loss of Earnings Coverage if a pre-
mium is shown under “Coverage Symbol Z" in the “POL-
ICY PREMIUM” schedules on the Declarations.

Additional Definitions

Insured means a person whose name is shown under
“Loss of Earnings Coverage — Persons Insured” on the
Declarations.

Total Disability means an insured’s inability to work, ei-
ther full or part time, in their occupation or any other similar
occupation for which they are reasonably fitted by educa-
tion, training, or experience.

Weekly Earnings means 85% of all earnings for the in-
sured’s services before any deductions. When weekly
earnings cannot be determined on a weekly basis an av-
erage will be used. The average is 85% of the total earn-

Insuring Agreement

We will pay the insured’s loss of weekly earnings, which
occur while the insured is living, due to continuous total
disability that:

Death, Dismemberment and Loss of Sight Coverage
and Loss of Earnings Coverage apply anywhere in
the world.

Required Out-of-State Coverage
If:

a. this policy provides Liability Coverage and an in-
sured, as defined under the Liability Coverage
of this policy, is in another state of the United
States of America, a territory or possession of
the United States of America, the District of Co-
lumbia, or any province or territory of Canada,
and as a nonresident becomes subject to its mo-
tor vehicle compulsory insurance law, financial
responsibility law, or similar law; and

b.  this policy does not provide at least the minimum
amounts and types of coverage required by
such law for such nonresident,

then this policy will be interpreted to provide the min-
imum amounts and types of coverage required by
such law for such nonresident.

This provision does not apply to coverage required by
law for motor carriers of passengers or motor carriers
of property.

Financial Responsibility Certification

When this policy is certified under any law as proof of
future financial responsibility, and while required dur-
ing the policy period, this policy will comply with such
law to the extent required.

Limited Coverage in Mexico

This policy does not provide Mexican auto insurance
and does not comply with Mexican auto insurance re-
quirements. If you or any other insured plan to drive
in Mexico, then auto insurance providing coverage in
Mexico should be purchased from a Mexican insur-
ance company.
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Subject to the above paragraph, the following cover-
ages apply in Mexico, but only for accidents and
losses that occur in Mexico within 50 miles of the
United States of America border and only for insureds
as defined under each of the following coverages:

a. Liability Coverage

For claims brought against an insured in Mexico,
the Supplementary Payments provision of this
policy’s Liability Coverage is changed to read:

We may, in addition to the damages de-
scribed in item 1. of the Insuring Agree-
ment of this policy’s Liability Coverage, pay
or reimburse, at our option, reasonable at-
torney fees for an attorney licensed in Mex-
ico to appear for and provide advice to
insureds as defined under this policy’s Li-
ability Coverage. The amount of such attor-
ney fees incurred by an insured must be
reported to us before we will make pay-
ment.

b. Medical Payments Coverage

c. Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage - Bodily
Injury and Uninsured Motor Vehicle Cover-
age - Bodily Injury and Property Damage

The phrase “state or federal court that has juris-
diction” in item 1.b.(1) under Deciding Fault
and Amount is changed to a “Mississippi state
court or the United States District Court that has
jurisdiction”.

d.  Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage - Bodily
Injury and Property Damage and Physical
Damage Coverages

Any amount payable for the repair or replace-
ment of property covered under the provisions of
this policy will be limited to the cost to repair or
replace that property in the United States of
America.

WE HAVE NO DUTY TO PROVIDE A DEFENSE
FOR YOU OR ANY OTHER INSURED IN ANY
CRIMINAL, CIVIL, OR OTHER ACTION.

WE HAVE NO DUTY TO PAY ANY CLAIM OR COST
THAT WOULD NOT BE PAYABLE UNDER THIS
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POLICY IF THE ACCIDENT OR LOSS HAD OC-
CURRED IN THE STATE OF MISSISSIPPI IN THE
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

All other policy provisions not in conflict with the pro-
visions in this Limited Coverage in Mexico provision
of this policy apply.

If Other Coverage Applies

Any coverage provided by this Limited Coverage in
Mexico provision is excess over any other applicable
insurance.

Legal Action Against Us

Any legal action against us arising out of an accident
or loss occurring in Mexico must be brought in a Mis-
sissippi state court or a United States District Court
that has jurisdiction.

Newly Owned or Newly Leased Car

If you want to insure a car newly owned by you with
the State Farm Companies after that car ceases to
be a newly acquired car, then you must either:

a. request we replace a car currently shown on the
Declarations of this policy with the car newly
owned by you and pay us any added amount
due. If you make such request while this policy
is in force and:

(1) before the car newly owned by you
ceases to be a newly acquired car, then
that car newly owned by you will be in-
sured by this policy as a your car begin-
ning on the date the car newly owned by
you is delivered to you. The added amount
due will be calculated based on that date;
or

(2) after the car newly owned by you ceases
to be a newly acquired car, then that car
newly owned by you will be insured by this
policy as a your car beginning on the date
and time you make the request. The added
amount due will be calculated based on
that date; or

b. apply to the State Farm Companies for sepa-
rate coverage to insure the car newly owned by
you. Such coverage will be provided only if both
the applicant and the vehicle are eligible for cov-
erage at the time of the application. A vehicle
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newly owned by you or newly leased by you is
not eligible for coverage under this policy if this
policy is endorsed with the Certificate of Guar-
anteed Renewal endorsement; or

c. apply to the State Farm Companies for a sep-
arate policy to insure the car newly owned by
you. Such policy will be issued only if both the
applicant and the vehicle are eligible for cover-
age at the time of the application.

If a resident relative wants to insure a car newly
owned by the resident relative with the State Farm
Companies after that car ceases to be a newly ac-
quired car, then the resident relative must apply to
the State Farm Companies for a separate policy to
insure the car newly owned by the resident relative.
Such policy will be issued only if both the applicant
and the vehicle are eligible for coverage at the time
of the application.

Changes to This Policy
a. Changes in Policy Provisions

We may only change the provisions of this policy
by:

(1) issuing a revised policy booklet, a revised
Declarations, or an endorsement; or

(2) revising this policy to give broader cover-
age without an additional premium charge.
If any coverage provided by this policy is
changed to give broader coverage, then we
will give you the broader coverage as of the
date we make the change effective in the
state of Mississippi without issuing a re-
vised policy booklet, a revised Declara-
tions, or an endorsement.

b. Change of Interest

(1) No change of interest in this policy is effec-
tive unless we consent in writing.

(2) Except under Death, Dismemberment and
Loss of Sight Coverage, and Loss of Earn-
ings Coverage, if a person shown as a
named insured on the Declarations dies,
then the definition of insured under each of
the coverages provided by this policy is
changed to include:
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C.

(@) any person with lawful custody of a
your car, a newly acquired car, or a
temporary substitute car until a legal
representative is qualified; and then

(b) the legal representative of the de-
ceased named insured.

This only applies while such person is
maintaining or using a your car, a newly
acquired car, or a temporary substitute
car.

Joint and Individual Interests

If you consists of more than one person or en-
ity, then each acts for all to change or cancel
the policy.

Change of Policy Address

We may change the named insured’s policy ad-
dress as shown on the Declarations and in our
records to the most recent address provided to
us by:

(1) you;or

(2) the United States Postal Service.

8. Premium

a.

Unless as otherwise provided by an alternative
payment plan in effect with the State Farm
Companies with respect to the premium for this
policy, the premium is due and payable in full on
or before the first day of the policy period shown
on the most recently issued Declarations.

The renewal premium for this policy will be
based upon the rates in effect, the coverages
carried, the applicable limits, deductibles, and
other elements that affect the premium that ap-
ply at the time of renewal.

The premium for this policy may vary based
upon:

(1) the purchase of other products or services
from the State Farm Companies;

(2) the purchase of products or services from
an organization that has entered into an
agreement or contract with the State Farm
Companies. The State Farm Companies

do not warrant the merchantability, fitness,
or quality of any product or service offered
or provided by that organization; or

(3) an agreement, concerning the insurance
provided by this policy, that the State Farm
Companies has with an organization of
which you are a member, employee, sub-
scriber, licensee, or franchisee.

d.  The premium for this policy is based upon infor-
mation we have received from you or other
sources. You must inform us if any information
regarding the following is incorrect or incom-
plete, or changes during the policy period, and
you must answer questions we ask regarding
the following:

(1) Your cars, or their use, including annual
mileage;

(2) The persons who regularly drive a your
car, including newly licensed family mem-
bers;

(3) Your marital status; or

(4) The location where your cars are primarily
garaged.

If the above information or any other information
used to determine the premium is incorrect, in-
complete, changes during the policy period, or is
not provided to us when we ask, then we may
decrease or increase the premium during the
policy period. If we decrease the premium dur-
ing the policy period, then we will provide a re-
fund or a credit in the amount of the decrease. If
we increase the premium during the policy pe-
riod, then you must pay the amount of the in-
crease.

Renewal

We agree to renew this policy for the next policy pe-
riod upon payment of the renewal premium when
due, unless we provide a nonrenewal notice or a can-
cellation notice as set forth in the Nonrenewal and
Cancellation provisions.

Nonrenewal

If we decide not to renew this policy, then, at least
30 days before the end of the current policy period,
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we will provide a nonrenewal notice to the named
insured shown on the Declarations.

. Cancellation

a. How You May Cancel

You may cancel this policy by providing to us
advance notice of the date cancellation is effec-
tive. We may confirm the cancellation in writing.

b. How and When We May Cancel

We may cancel this policy by providing notice to
the named insured shown on the Declarations.
The notice will provide the date cancellation is
effective.

(1) If we provide a cancellation notice because
the premium is not paid when due, then the
date cancellation is effective will be at least
10 days after the date notice is provided.

Otherwise, the date cancellation is effective
will be at least 30 days after the date notice
is provided.

After this policy has been in force for more
than 59 days, we will not cancel this policy
before the end of the current policy period
unless:

(@) the premium is not paid when due; or

(b) you, any resident relative, or any
other person who usually drives your
car has had their driver’s license un-
der suspension or revocation during
the 180 days immediately before the
effective date of the policy or during
the policy period.

¢. Return of Unearned Premium

If you or we cancel this policy, then premium will
be earned on a pro rata basis.

Any unearned premium may be returned within
a reasonable time after cancellation. Delay in
the return of any unearned premium does not af-
fect the cancellation date.

No assignment of benefits or other transfer of rights
is binding upon us unless approved by us.

Bankruptcy or Insolvency of the Insured

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the insured or their es-
tate will not relieve us of our obligations under this

policy.
Concealment or Fraud

There is no coverage under this policy if you or any
other person insured under this policy has made
false statements with the intent to conceal or misrep-
resent any material fact or circumstance in connec-
tion with any claim under this policy.

Our Right to Recover Our Payments

Death, Dismemberment and Loss of Sight Coverage
and Loss of Earnings Coverage payments are not re-
coverable by us. Under all other coverages, the fol-
lowing apply:

a. Subrogation

If we are obligated under this policy to make
payment to or for a person or organization who
has a legal right to collect from another person
or organization, then we will be subrogated to
that right to the extent of our payment.

The person or organization to or for whom we
make payment must help us recover our pay-
ments by:

(1)

doing nothing to impair that legal right;

executing any documents we may need to
assert that legal right; and

(3)

taking legal action through our representa-
tives when we ask.

b. Reimbursement

If we make payment under this policy and the
person or organization to or for whom we make
payment recovers or has recovered from an-
other person or organization, then the person
or organization to or for whom we make pay-
ment must:

(1)

hold in trust for us the proceeds of any re-
covery; and

(2)

reimburse us to the extent of our pay-
ments.

However, Subrogation and Reimbursement apply
under Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage — Bodily In-
jury and Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage — Bodily
Injury and Property Damage only to the extent the
sum of the proceeds of any settlement, judgment, and
applicable Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage — Bod-
ily Injury or Uninsured Motor Vehicle Coverage -
Bodily Injury and Property Damage payment by us
exceeds the damages of the insured.

Legal Action Against Us

Legal action may not be brought against us until there
has been full compliance with all the provisions of this
policy. In addition, legal action may only be brought
against us regarding:

a. Liability Coverage after the amount of damages
an insured is legally liable to pay has been fi-
nally determined by:

(1) judgment after an actual trial, and any ap-
peals of that judgment if any appeals are
taken; or

(2) agreement between the claimant and us.

b. Medical Payments Coverage, Uninsured Motor
Vehicle Coverage — Bodily Injury, Uninsured
Motor Vehicle Coverage — Bodily Injury and
Property Damage, any Physical Damage Cover-
age, Death, Dismemberment and Loss of Sight
Coverage, and Loss of Earnings Coverage, until
30 days after we get the insured’s notice of ac-
cident or loss.

Choice of Law

Without regard to choice of law rules, the law of the
state of:

a. Mississippi will control, except as provided in b.
below, in the event of any disagreement as to
the interpretation and application of any provi-
sion in this policy; and

b. lllinois will control in the event of any disagree-
ment as to the interpretation and application of
this policy’s:

(1) Mutual Conditions provision found on the
most recently issued Declarations, if this
policy was issued by the State Farm Mutual
Automobile Insurance Company; or

(2) Participating Policy provision found on the
most recently issued Declarations, if this
policy was issued by any subsidiary or affil-
iate of the State Farm Mutual Automobile
Insurance Company.

18. Severability

If any provision of this policy is held invalid or unen-
forceable by a court that has jurisdiction, then:

a.  such provision will remain in full force to the ex-
tent not held invalid or unenforceable; and

b. all other provisions of this policy will remain valid
and enforceable.

19. Our Rights Regarding Claim Information

a.  We will collect, receive, obtain, use, and retain
all the items described in item b.(1) below and
use and retain the information described in item
b.(3)(b) below, in accordance with applicable
federal and state laws and regulations and con-
sistent with the performance of our business
functions.

b.  Subject to a. above, we will not be restricted in
or prohibited from:

(1) collecting, receiving, or obtaining records,
receipts, invoices, medical bills, medical
records, wage information, salary infor-
mation, employment information, data, and
any other information;

(2) using any of the items described in item
b.(1) above; or

(3) retaining:
(@) any of the items initem b.(1) above; or
(b) any other information we have in our
possession as a result of our pro-

cessing, handling, or otherwise re-
solving claims submitted under this

policy.
c.  We may disclose any of the items in item b.(1)

above and any of the information described in
item b.(3)(b) above:

(1) to enable performance of our business
functions;
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to meet our reporting obligations to insur-
ance regulators;

to meet our reporting obligations to insur-
ance data consolidators;

to meet other obligations required by law;
and

as otherwise permitted by law.

Ourrights under a., b., and c. above shall not be
impaired by any:

(1) authorization related to any claim submit-
ted under this policy; or

(2) act or omission of an insured or a legal
representative acting on an insured’s be-
half.
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
